THE CREATIVE CATALYST RESIDENCE PROGRAM 
LOS ANGELES, CA—Presented by the City of Los Angeles Department of Cultural Affairs (DCA), the Creative Catalyst Residence Program challenges independent artists, architects, designers or urban planners to work with City departments on public information campaigns. Now operating in its second cycle, the program is a collaboration between the DCA and the Department of Transportation (DOT). The call invites experienced and innovative applicants to produce creative projects related to Mayor Garcetti’s Vision Zero program. 

The focus of Vision Zero, a city initiative to eliminate the traffic fatalities with particular attention concentrated on the most vulnerable mobile members of our communities: people walking and biking; older adults; and school-age children. The 2018-2020 Creative Catalyst will develop and produce innovative dialogue and projects to shift public behaviors. 
The Creative Catalyst will be selected through a community-driven process and contracted to work within the DOT as a part-time consultant/contractor for a period of 24 months. The selection process will be managed by DCA, and the selected applicant will be contracted by DCA and receive a $52,000 stipend over a 12-month period.
